PURPOSE: To encourage young people to investigate environ-
mental issues and consider various solutions, using the following
case studies as a starting point for discussion.

To educate students about the fact that people in communities
around the world are concerned about their environment, and are
working on creative ways of addressing environmental issues.

TIME: One hour for students to read and discuss the case studies;
another hour for students to share their ideas with the larger group

Additional time may be required for students to research answers
to questions that may be raised in the course of the discussion.

METHOD:

In small groups, students should read the following case studies.
You may want to give only one to each group to allow more time
for discussion.

Ask students to consider the following questions and report their
findings to the larger group:

* What is this community like?
» What are the environmental issues there?
» What are people doing to solve these problems?
